Musical Aptitude Testing 
In weeks 9 & 10 of this term all students in Year 2 and students in Years 3, 4 & 5 who are not currently participating 
in the instrumental music programme here at school, will be given the Arnold Bentley Musical Aptitude Test to 
ascertain their suitability to learn a musical instrument in 2018.  This test is essentially a listening test to see if 
children can discriminate aurally between sounds of different pitch and identify changed beats in melodic and 
rhythmic patterns.  As such, children who have piano/keyboard, singing or dancing lessons will not necessarily 
perform better than those who do not have lessons.
